NOTE FROM The Pastor 

 

Dear Parishioners, 
 I was talking to a Catholic recently who 

told me that her primary criterion for supporting 

a politician is economic. That political leader 

should bolster policies that are good for the 

working man. Admittedly, economic issues are 

important. However, I felt that she was putting 

“grey area” issues above “black and white” 

issues. 

 A black and white issue is an issue that 

involves a clear opposition of good versus evil. 

In such a case, the Christian must render a firm 

support of the good and rejection of the evil. A 

grey area issue, on the other hand, depends upon 

circumstances and involves legitimate competing 

concerns and, thus, Christians are free to agree or 

to disagree on how best to prudentially deal with 

the issue.  

 Besides economic issues, an example of a 

grey area issue would be immigration. The 

Catechism of the Catholic Church (2241) does 

not give immigrants the absolute right to 

emigrate into another country, nor does it admit 

to governments the absolute moral right to keep 

them out. The Catechism states that more 

prosperous nations are obliged, if they are able, 

to welcome the foreigner in search of the security 

and the means of livelihood which he cannot find 

in his country of origin.  

 On the other hand, political authorities, 

may make the exercise of the right to emigrate 

subject to various juridical conditions, especially 

with regard to the immigrants’ duties toward 

their country of adoption. Immigrants are obliged 

to respect with gratitude the material and 

spiritual heritage of the country that receives 

them, to obey its laws and to assist in carrying 

civic burdens.  

 As you can see, according to this teaching 

of the Catechism, prudential judgements by those 

who have care of the common good need to be 

made to determine how and how not to assimilate 

immigrants and whether or not to build security 

walls at borders. 

 The quintessential example of a black and 

white issue is abortion. As Christians, we can 

never, under any circumstance, condone 

abortion, nor can we ever support it. It is always 

and everywhere a mortal sin and an outrageous 

injustice. Therefore, I feel we should be 

sympathetic to the sentiments of Archbishop 

Charles Chaput of Philadelphia. He wrote: 

 “My friends often ask me if Catholics in 

genuinely good conscience can vote for ‘pro-

choice’ candidates. The answer is: I couldn’t. 

Supporting a ‘right’ to choose abortion simply 

masks and evades what abortion really is: the 

deliberate killing of innocent life. I know of 

nothing that can morally offset that kind of evil. 

But I do know sincere Catholics who reason 

differently, who are deeply troubled by war and 

other serious injustices in our country, and they 

act in good conscience. I respect them. I don’t 

agree with their calculus. One of the pillars of 

Catholic thought is this: Don’t deliberately kill 

the innocent, and don’t collude in allowing it. We 

sin if we support candidates because they support 

a false ‘right’ to abortion. We sin if we support 

‘pro-choice’ candidates without a truly 

proportionate reason for doing so—that is, a 

reason grave enough to outweigh our obligation 

to end the killing of the unborn. And what would 

such a ‘proportionate’ reason look like? It would 

be a reason we could, with an honest heart, 

expect the unborn victims of abortion to accept 

when we meet them and need to explain our 

actions—as we someday will.” (Render Unto 

Caesar: Serving the Nation by Living our 

Catholic Beliefs in Political Life, 2012).
