A Note from The Pastor 
 
Dear Parishioners, 
 
 There are two qualities that characterize 
the lives of the Saints in a striking way: faith and 
charity. Take Bernard of Clairvaux. He was a 
French priest and abbot who died in 1153. After 
he founded his monastery in Clairvaux, the insti-
tution remained dirt-poor. They had no money 
to buy milk products, fish or eggs. Insipid vege-
tables and roots were dietary staples there. “Even 
on the great feast of Easter, the menu consisted 
of beans and chickpeas. The cooking was always 
very simple. Pepper was never used, nor cumin, 
which was then a popular condiment. On one oc-
casion, there was not even any salt.” (Leon Cris-
tiani, St. Bernard of Clairvaux, 1977). The abbot 
took his case to the good Lord.   
 Bernard then charged another monk to 
take the donkey and go to the market to pur-
chase some salt. Guibert, the other religious, re-
sponded to the abbot, “And some money?” The 
Saint answered, “My son, I haven’t had any gold 
or silver for a very long time. But there is Some-
one above who holds all my treasures in His 
hands.” Guibert objected. “Father, if I go off with 
nothing, I shall come back with nothing!” Ber-
nard answered, “Have no fear, my son, but trust. 
He who has our treasures in His care will accom-
pany you and provide you with the means of 
completing your errand.” (Ibid). That answer re-
minds us of something our divine Savior once 
said: Fear is useless. What is needed is faith. 
(Mark 5:36).     
 Guibert began his journey, but with seri-
ous doubts. As soon as he arrived, penny-less, he 
met a priest. In the midst of the conversation the 
monk told him of his predicament. The priest 
was touched by his story and took him to his 
house and gave him a half a hogshead of salt, a 
sufficient quantity to load a donkey. The priest 
added 50 copper pieces, which was a considera-
ble sum back then. Guibert was filled with joy.
 When he retuned to the monastery, St. 
Bernard, upon learning what had happened, said 
simply, “I told you so, and I repeat it once more. 
There is nothing a Christian needs so much as 
faith. Have faith and you will profit greatly from 
it all the days of your life!” (Ibid).  
 Besides faith, the Saints were also known 
for their charity. Take St. Teresa of Calcutta, who 
died in 1997. We are told, “In 1972 when a cata-

strophic flood struck Bangladesh, Mother Teresa 
immediately sent her Sisters there to help out. 
The needs were enormous, and the work de-
manded superhuman efforts on the part of the 
Sisters. So they were asked if they would make 
an exception and not interrupt their work for 
their prayer sessions. Mother Teresa decided 
against it: ‘No, the Sisters will come home for 
Adoration and Holy Mass.’ Many of the relief 
workers who had responded to the catastrophic 
flood did not understand, but for Mother Teresa 
it was clear that the Sisters’ strength dries up if 
they are not nourished daily by Mass and their 
Adoration of the Holy Eucharist.” (Fr. Leo Maas-
burg, Mother Teresa of Calcutta, A Personal 
Portrait: 50 Inspiring Stories Never Before 
Told, 2011.)     
 In both cases, the faith of St. Bernard and 
the charity of Mother Teresa, it was prayer that 
sustained them. There are so many daily oppor-
tunities to pray. God is always listening, always 
ready to give and hungry to help. Therefore, in 
the mundane moments of our day, brushing our 
teeth, standing around waiting for the coffee to 
flow down into the pot, sitting in traffic, pray, 
pray, pray.
